Directions: You will be getting a map to put the routes and places of exploration for the explorers of the Age of Exploration.  You will also be writing a Summary that includes each explorer and what he is famous for doing.
On the Map:

1. Label with a color each country that was a major participant in Age of Exploration

a. Put the color code next to the country in the key you will create on the side of the map

2. Label the route of each explorer

a. Color code each explorer or use different symbols to show where they explored

b. Each explorer should be represented differently 

3. On a separate sheet of paper create a key

a. Group the explorers according to the country they are exploring for (Portugal, Spain, England, France, and Netherlands)
b. Include dates of exploration with each explorer

c. Include the label next to each explorer so that someone could read the map and gain information
